Brewstock is proud to announce the 2010 Pale
Ale Homebrew Kit Competition!  This is an
unsanctioned homebrew contest, open to the
entire public worldwide. 

The two winning homebrews (extract and all-
grain) will be turned in to 5 gallon
homebrewing kits available through
Brewstock! The Competition is open to anyone
21 years of age or older who makes beer as a
hobby.

Homebrew entry form, recipe form, fee & beer
deadline is Saturday, May 1st at 11am, 2010.
Entries may be dropped off or shipped to
Brewstock from April 28th through May 1st.

Entry fee is $3.00 per entry.

One entry consists of three (3) bottles. To
assure the anonymity of exhibitor, plain bottles
with no identification present must be
submitted.  Each three (3) bottle entry must be
accompanied by a completed recipe form.

Judging will occur on May 1st, via 3 judges.
These judges will include Aaron Hyde, owner
of Brewstock, and two other beer appreciators.

There will be only two categories in which you
may enter your beer-

1. Pale Ale, Extract Recipe
2. Pale Ale, All-Grain Recipe

There will only be one winner in each category.

The winner will receive:

1. His recipe forever immortilized as a kit
on the shelves of Brewstock.

2. Credit for creating the kit in the kit
instructions

3. $125 Gift Certificate for use at
Brewstock

4. An ingredient kit of their recipe.
5. A Brewstock T-Shirt

Rules:

1. All beers made from commercially
published recipes will be automatically
disqualified.

2. Any ingredients not readily available at
any homebrew shop may not be used.

3. Participants may submit up to 4
different entries in each category.

4. Beers that don't somehow resemble a
Pale Ale will not be considered for
award.

5. Submission by bottle only.
6. All mailed bottles must arrive by May 1st

to be considered for award.
7. You do not need to be present during

judging to win.
